Passport Copies

A copy of each passenger’s passport must be received by 1stAir not later than November 15, 2003 for the processing of the electronic visa authority for entry into Australia.

A valid U.S. passport is all that is required for entry into Australia provided that the electronic Visa authority is also obtained. If traveling on a passport other than a U.S. Passport, please be sure to advise 1stAir as soon as possible as this may effect your entry requirements. New Zealand also only requires a valid U.S. Passport for entry. 


Time Difference

In December, Sydney will be 16 hours ahead of New York/Boston and 19 hours ahead of Los Angeles. So when it is 12:00 noon in Boston on Monday, it is already 4:00 A.M. Tuesday on the following day

Wellington is 18 hours ahead of New York/Boston and 21 hours ahead of Los Angeles.

Communications

Due to technological innovations, the price of carrying a mobile phone with local number in Sydney and Wellington has come down significantly. This can be arranged for approx $75.00 USD plus the cost the calls

Special Meals/Seating Requirements

If you have special dietary requirements such vegetarian, kosher, low sodium or otherwise please advise 1stAir within 14 days prior to departure

Currency Conversion/Travelers Checks

Your ATM card from U.S. banks which are members of the Plus or Cirrus network should work in Australia and New Zealand to access your account for funds withdrawals. Credit cards are also widely accepts include Visa, Mastercard and American Express. Leave your Discover Card at home as this will not be recognized outside of North America.

It is recommended that you do not exclusively rely on accessing cash via ATMS, and that all passengers travel with at least US$40.00 per day in cash or travelers checks in the event that your ATM does not work

Internet

There is a Kinkos within one block of the Marriott Sydney which features broadband Internet access at a nominal fee. There are several Internet cafes from which to choose in Sydney, and to a lesser extend in Wellington

Document Security

When traveling internationally, your Passport is your most valuable asset as without it you can not easily return home. Loss of your passport could result in a costly delay of several days and a trip to the U.S. embassy for a replacement passport. Once you arrive in Sydney, it is highly suggested that you store your Passport using the in room safe and YOU DO NOT CARRY YOUR PASSPORT DURING YOUR DAY TO DAY ACTIVITIES IN SYDNEY OR WELLINGTON

After training in the morning, enjoy cooked breakfast included at the James Cook Hotel. Return transfers to/from the Wellington Regional Aquatic Centre will be provided. In the afternoon, you will tour all the wonderful treasures that New Zealand has to offer. Travel to the top of Mount Victoria which offers panoramic views of the central city, nearby suburbs, the picturesque harbour, Cook Strait and even the South
Island on a clear day.  Visit the Botanic Gardens to see the Begonia House and Rose Gardens.  From the gardens view the Victoria University and the elegant houses which fill the surrounding hills.  Time permitting; a tour will be made of the 'Beehive' and Parliament Buildings.  See old St. Paul's Church, administered by the Historic Places Trust.

Admission also included to Te Papa Museum, Te Papa (meaning
"our place") - leading up to it's opening in February 1998 Te Papa was the biggest national museum project anywhere in the world,  and quite unique. Set on the magnificent Wellington waterfront and using an exciting combination of displays and leading edge technology, Te Papa brings to life the stories of people who live here in
New Zealand. There are stunning perspectives on the country's environment, history and culture. The museum is home to a fully functioning Marae (Maori meeting place);
it's possible to experience a simulated earthquake or walk in the New Zealand bush, make a swing bridge crossing or discover Moa bones and cave dwelling glow-worms.  There's a surprising mix of arts and design - yachts, Split Enz costumes, furniture and motorbikes - art in its broadest sense!!  

Take a spin and see some of the exciting new additions including an audio-visual display before the ride that tells both the Maori and geological stories of the creation of New Zealand. A helpful video after the ride shows you where in Te Papa you can find out
more about these stories. 

Future Rush takes you to Wellington in 2055 where you'll visit a super modern house and fly around Wellington in a futuristic car.
